¥ pelieved this originated the National Coat of Armsas the lion for Dalmatia(see
slgraphic at left). The place of exile of the last rier of the Holy Roman Empire of the

_ bf West was also Dalmatia. King Arthur also being higly known and widely accepted as
L@y a Dalmatian General of Royal lineage, was of the $aRoyal defenders of the Holy

it Roman Empire. In fact all known genealogies of KindArthur include Constantine. It
is most accepted that King Arthur's arms were threegolden crowns on a blue shield. The Lion in
heraldry is considered one and the same with Kings, or a crown. In England the crown is
understood more than in Dalmatia with the lion. King Arthur would have indeed bore the arms of
the 3 lions while representing Dalmatia. Every Engsh King has used Lions, a symbol of Kingship.
This is demonstrated as at various times of historthat Dalmatia has replaced the uncrowned lions
with crowned lions. Thus with all of these facts,he lion and crown are one and the same, or

interchangeable.

The name Nott is not a surname although later asedsurname, as it pre-dates surnames. Only the
Normans implemented the surnames, while the Houlsl®®, were recorded to be Non-Norman, who
were one of the few native-English families whane¢d their lands in Domesday book.

The "le notte" family retained influence in England after the Norman invasion through marriage to
the family of the Sheriffs of Warwick(later Earls of Warwick), by marrying the daughter of the
brother of Thurkill (Thorkel) of Warwick, Guthmund' s daughter Ailenna. Sheriff Thurkill of
Warwick, who was Sheriff before and after the congast, was son of Sheriff Alwin of Warwick. He
was one of only two Englishmen holding estates o&fonial dimensions directly of the King, later
accredited to being founder of a Warwick Dynasty cled "de Arden"( 6), whose branches include the
de Clinton, de la Launde, de la Pecce, and le Nottamilies.(7)



It is shown in the Domesday book, that the de Ardes held more lands than any other non-Norman
English family.

The Notts then multiplied into several branches haling professions predominately as priests, smiths
and merchants, all bearing legendary arms of the ttee lions' faces. From Kent, to London, to
Gloucester, to Shrewsbury. According to DNA testinghose who changed their spelling to Knott are
of the same ancestor as the Notts within a genealogl time frame.

From the 1100's-1300's records specifically say thgounger sons and younger brothers of the Nott
families took on other surnames such as "de Kingtdh and "Carminow", while those of the Elders
of the house kept the name "le Nott". Land recordslemonstrate as well as clearly state this the
most, while also DNA testing has given final confination that these records are indeed correct,

yielding matches with high resolution of 99.99% cdainty.
(Linguistics of this title "le Notte / Nott / Knut" is demonstrated later in this article, that it totranslates as: Clan Chief,
or Prince, War Leader, or Emperor.)

Knights Templars of the House of Nott

Around the year 1200, it is recorded: "Thomas de Kigton, brother of Henry le Notte the Elder,
donated his lands in Kington (Claverdon) and in Preton Bagot to the monks" ..Knights Templar
(the Fighting Order of Monks who serviced the Cruaders). This property immediately became the
site of the great Templar Cathedral known as Templ®alsall.

It is recorded that in 1221 Henry le Notte donatedhe church houses (Advowsons, Manors and
Chapels) in the surrounding vacinity of Balsall, tkie Church of Kington, Bickenhill, Solihull, Lyndon,
Marston and Great Packington to the "Nuns" and "Monks" that were of the order of Knights
Templar.

"Henry le Notte de Kintun" of Solihull gave a Grant in frank almoin to the House of the Holy
Sepulchre, of an island in Kintun. Witnesses:—Rogede Oltun, Norman de Kintun, Robert
Libenere, Walter Woddard, Robert Albert, and Ralph de Oltun.

In 1337 Sir John de Brumpton, Knight, gave Henry leNotte the Lordship of Manor of Eytonjuxta-
Gnowsale, and paid 5 marks for license to transfethe Lordship of Longford and Advowson of the
Church to Henry, which was held of the Kingin capite (Warwickshire / Worchester area)

Henry le Notte of Solihull is recorded to have beem possession of all the greatest castles and mano
houses surrounding the Temple Balsall. With the imprtant seat of power, Marston Hall recorded as
the residence of the elder house of Notts, Henry Motte the Elder, etc.

Nicholas de Kynton, father of Richard le Notte, braight a lawsuit against sir Richard de Wodeford,
Chaplain at the Warwick Convent of the Holy Sepulchire. The decision was won in his favor to
forbid any from alienating any posession of the Pdry.

Many of the additional titled lands of the house ofK)Nott during the time of the crusades included
other great estates in the region, such as Marstddall (now buried under Birmingham Airport),
Bickenhill, Great Packington and Kington. Many of the brothers of Nott assumed the land names
they held. The (K)Notte family retained ownership dthese lands even after the Papal edict that all
Knights Templars lands be taken, later to be givewver to the Knights Hospitallers. The English
Government seized nearly all Templar lands, but whyet the house of Nott keep their major estates?
The Order of the Holy Sepulcre continued until Heny VIII's illegal destruction. The Guild of the
Holy Cross also made it through the Templar persedions, up until Henry VIII.



The Carington family (who changed their name to Smihe / Smith in 1399 is shown by DNA testing
to have a 99.999% certainty to be descendant of ttsame ancestor of the Notts within a genealogical
timeframe, by a_ 35 marker high resolution match cofirmed repeatedly by eight separate subjec)s
and these Caringtons so happened to own the adjadesstates, and also part of the Bickenhill /
Balsall Templar lands. The main bordering lands beig those given as reward by the King Richard |
(the lion heart) to Sir Michael of Carington, who was made standard bearer for the King. He was
thus rewarded for scaling the walls with four othermen, and unlocking the gates at the battle of
Acre in 1191. During the Knighting Ceremony and beig given his rewards of Aston Hall, the family
motto was pronounced by the King there on the batdl field, as quoted from Psalm 112, “His horn
shall be exalted”. He was given such esteem for lgseat act of courage that Richard the Lionheart
took off his crown and placed it over the helm, ba@ng a unicorn’s head, (the family coat of arms of
Carington). The Templar Carington family is also atributed as being the inheritors of the lands of
Cressing Temple, the first land grant to the Knighs Templars, as given by Queen Matilda in 1137.
An additional land held by the Caringtons was diretly attached to the Nott's territory being
Wooton-Wawen, as confirmed by "the Deputies of Cameh, Clarenceux, to Francis Smyth, of
Wooton, grandson of Sir John Smyth, and 5th in desnt from John Carington or Smith, died in
1446, who was 5th in descent from - Sir Michael Cargton - Standard Bearer to Richard | - died in
the Holy Land."(8) The early seat of the Carington family being Wodbn-Wawen, there in the land
adjacent to Preston and Kington lands, of the housef Nott. Wooton Hall continued to be held by the
Carington / Smiths as late as the 19th Century, wiit the title of "Lord Carington, Baron of

Wootton".

After the Templars were disolved, it is demonstrate the House of Nott continued influence in the
region, to later spread abroad, while always standg in the gap for Christendom in every generation
unto this day. (See list below.)

Not far from this vicinity the (K)Nott coat of arms were more recently posted up in the All Saints
Church of Great Shelsley where the family had becoenthe overseers from the fifteenth to
seventeenth century. The Kings Clarenceux (Chief Hald) confirmed their family lineage and coat
of arms which was taken to London as Lord Mayor Joh Nott, and then confirmed the successors
moved to Shelsley-Beauchamp, which is the neighbag area, half the distance to Great Marston.

At this same period 1587 and 1632 the lesser branehof Notts appear to have settled in Ashford
Kent bearing the same arms also confirmed but witla slightly different crest and motto as below.

The le Notte family had high involvement in the fonding of the "Guild of the Holy Cross", of which
they gave lands, and were Proctors. (see attacheefrence notes)

(Below Portrait of Lt. Col. Sir Thomas Nott, Royalist Commanding Officer, during the great revolution,known as the
English Civil War from 1641-1651. He was most esta®ed for his learning and genteel accomplishments,as elected a
fellow of the Royal Society and served as Usher-i@rdinary of the Honorable Privy Chamber to King Charles Il. One of
the Last Effectual Advocates of the Divine Right oKings.)

One of his younger cousins remained in EnglandresParson Charles Nott of Shelsley Beauchamp”. As
all the famliy are listed in genealogy documentswfline held in their name the title: "Natt Shelsley
Beauchamp, as is given in the 1924 publication "A Histarfythe County of Worcester” where it is
explained why the name is "Nott of Sheldesly Beanub''.

This Charles Nott of Shelsley Beauchamp was sdigiress among the population that he won the most
acclaim as being the leader of a band of 1,00Q Agmed "clubmen” whose sole purpose was to defend
the women, children and neighboring towns fromdivé war armies raping and pillaging. He is given
credit as the greatest leader of the Clubmen mortrAs at this time of 1645 there were major wars
going on between the Parliamentarians and the Bbyalmps. The Clubmen were all neutral, only doing
the most noble of tasks, protecting their townsrasjarmies.
